the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services.

Other factors for consideration 
include that a student:

• Identifies with a group that is racially

or ethnically underrepresented in the

health professions.

• Comes from an economically or educationally

disadvantaged background.

• Has demonstrated an interest in issues

affecting underserved populations.
