Through this 
agreement, UM will provide special consideration and expedited admissions 
processing for WCC international students who have: 
 

 Completed an Associate Degree program at WCC 
 Achieved a minimum cumulative college-level GPA of 2.0 or better 
 Demonstrated proof of financial ability 
 Proof or evidence of English language proficiency through one of the following ways: 

• A TOEFL IBT score of 79 or higher 
• A TOEFL PBT score of 550 or higher 
• An IELTS score of 6.0 or higher 

 
UM offers a limited number of scholarships for international transfer students in the amount of 
$13,230 per year.
